JOINING INSTRUCTIONS CRINAN
You will be sailing on Weaver from Crinan Harbour.

Crew members are responsible for making their own way to the vessel.

Joining a boat at Crinan is a bit different from joining a boat in a marina on the Solent or Clyde.  The location is a west highland harbour and the boat is kept on a swinging mooring from which it can be brought to a pontoon at Crinan Boat Yard.  Mobile phones are quite limited in this area. We hope you will find this part of the fun and forgive us if our meeting is not quite like clockwork.

Crinan can be reached by road Traveling north from Glasgow by the A82 to Tarbet and A83 to Inverary and Loch Gilphead. Take the Oban Road A816 for 2.5 miles to Cairnbaan and follow the signs B841 to Crinan.  You will see the mooring in the bay straight ahead when you come to the fork where the road divides to go straight on to the South Harbour and Right to Crinan Boatyard, hotel and canal

The boat is  a ketch (2 masts) and has the name Weaver on its side and stern.  

Either the boat will be on a mooring in the south harbour (West of the island) in which case you will be met at the slip-way.  You could attract our attention by parking at the slipway and flashing your headlight towards the mooring. The mooring is the one furthest out.  

Or if we have arrange to do so, we will bring the boat into the pontoon at the Crinan Boat Yard which will make it easier for you to come on board. Crinan boats are on the top road which goes to the right at the junction.

There is also a pontoon in the south harbour (Low Road) which we rarely use as Weaver can only go alongside at high water.

It should not happen, however, as our Skippers have to travel some distance, it is just possible that you might arrive first.  In this case we would ask you to wait in the Crinan Hotel Lounge or Crinan Coffee shop at the Canal and enjoy the facilities there.

Cars can be parked very safely at a large car park between the slip-way and pontoon on the South Harbour.

You should bring with you a compete change of warm clothes, fleece and/or warm sweater, sleeping bag and pillow, towel and wash kit.  A woolen hat, gloves and a toweling neck scarf are advisable.  Deck shoes and / or Wellington's are recommended the soles of your footwear should be non-marking.  You should make your own arrangements for insurance of personal effects.  We can arrange holiday insurance at very competitive rates if you wish. Midge repellant is a good idea when ashore. On board they are almost never a problem.

Some wet weather clothing is available for free use but we would recommend that you hire a sailing suit from us at a cost of £5 for a weekend or £15 for a week.  

Thanks for deciding to sail with us.  We look forward to welcoming you on board and hope you will enjoy the course or cruise.
